Richard Amaro

· 7 years old

· 2nd grader at Oak Tree Elementary

· Has cerebral palsy and is wheelchair bound.  Has some mobility but relies on wheelchair for the majority of the school day.

· Has significant gross and fine motor delays, including speech issues.  Also has personal care needs in the areas of feeding and toileting. 

· Cognitive ability falls within the Average range.  With appropriate accommodations, Richard is able to perform academic activities at grade level. 

· Receives OT, PT, APE, and LSH services weekly.  RSP teacher consults weekly with the general education teacher to ensure Richard’s success in the general education classroom, which is where he spends all of his school day with the exception of the DIS services.

· Richard is a motivated learner but frequently demonstrates high levels of frustration due to his inability to manipulate materials with his hands quickly.  He will cry during these times and frequently must be removed from the class to calm down.  

· Richard’s classmates are very accepting.  He is with the same classmates he began school with in kindergarten.  They are helpful but not enabling.

· Mr. White is the Program Specialist assigned to Oak Tree Elementary.  Mrs. Taylor is the School Psychologist.

Ms. Normal, Richard’s general education teacher, has requested a 1:1 aide for Richard due to his personal care issues and frustration with his limited manual dexterity.  Richard’s parents are in agreement with Ms. Normal’s request.  An IEP meeting was held, and the IEP team decided to conduct a SCI Assistance evaluation to determine Richard’s need for additional support.  Mr. White thinks a 1:1 aide might be a good idea, but Mrs. Taylor has suggestions for utilizing existing staff, incorporating additional assistive technology, and modifying Richard’s schedule that should be discussed at the IEP meeting. 
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
