1. What special education services and/or other assistance does your child currently receive?

A wheelchair bus picks Ricky up around 7:30.  He gets to school shortly after 8:00, usually right before the bell rings.  He’s in Ms. Normal’s class all day, except when he has speech or therapy.  I think Ms. Perky or her aide work with him sometimes in Ms. Normal’s class.  He goes to the Extended Day program after school until my wife picks him up after she gets off work around 5:00

2. When is your child successful during his/her school day?  What is working?

Ricky says he likes Science and computers.  He also likes to play with his friends at recess and school assemblies.

What areas of difficulty does your child have and during which activities do these occur?

He hates handwriting.  He complains that he can’t keep up with the rest of the kids on seatwork.  Ms. Normal says he cries a lot.  I think he also has some trouble in the bathroom, but he won’t tell me exactly what it is and he doesn’t have trouble at home since we’re always there to help him if he needs it.

4. What other school programs or support from other students does your child benefit from?

I think it’s pretty much up to Ms. Normal to help him and she has a room full of other kids too.  He’s gone to Oak Tree since kindergarten and the kids are real good to him.  He doesn’t like to ask them for help, though, ‘cause he says he doesn’t want to look stupid.  There’s a little time do to homework after school.  He says Judy helps him with his homework at the Extended Day Program.

5. What skills would you like your child to develop to be more independent?

Ricky really needs to learn how to use computers for all his schoolwork.  We have one at home but I think he needs one at school.  He also needs to ask for help and wait until someone gets there instead of throwing a fit!

6. Is there anything else you’d like us to consider?

Ms. Normal is great, but she needs help with a kid like Ricky!  Ricky deserves to be in her class and can do the work, but it’s not fair to the other kids.
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
