1. When is the student successful during his/her school day?  What is working?

Richard enjoys cooperative learning activities, such as working with buddies.  When he doesn’t have to be responsible for doing the written task or fine motor activities, he is happy and successful.

2. What areas of difficulty does the student have and during which activities do these occur?

As academic demands increase the amount of written work, using manipulatives, etc., Richard becomes easily frustrated and shuts down.  If I can’t get to him right away, he cries.

3. What assistance does the student currently receive?

DIS teachers (LSH, OT, PT, APE) provide adult support when they are in the classroom. I have Richard sit in the front of the class so I can help him as much as possible.  A special education aide is in my classroom for an hour three mornings a week.  She helps Richard along with the other kids while she is there.  

4. What other school programs or support from other students does the student benefit from?

Classroom peers are readily available for Richard.  Richard has excellent rapport with peers, and they are very helpful.  I feel that too much time for assistance to Richard has interfered with the other students getting their work done in a reasonable amount of time.  Richard’s assignments are modified as needed.

5. What skills would you like the student to develop to be more independent?

Richard needs to understand that he will take more time to complete tasks due to his disability.  He needs to know that asking for help is okay.  He needs to utilize the laptop more often and feel comfortable with the assistive technology that the DIS teachers have provided him.

Is there anything else you’d like us to consider?
I enjoy Richard in my classroom and believe that he is an asset to the class.  I know that inclusion is appropriate, but I am very concerned that my time is not evenly shared with the other students who also need additional support.
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
