
John Paul Beattie

· 11 years old

· 6th grader at Moss Valley Middle School

· Demonstrates a Specific Learning Disability and has a diagnosis of ADHD from Dr. Roberts.  Dr. Roberts has prescribed Adderall for John Paul, which is effective in decreasing maladaptive behaviors when he is med compliant.

· Receives RSP for reading, reading comprehension, and written expression.  Math skills are age appropriate when assessed by teacher-made tests and standardized tests, such as the CAT-6, but grades are poor due to lack of completion of classwork and homework.  

· John Paul demonstrates significant issues with impulsive behaviors, inattention, and homework completion.  The only time John Paul will complete all of his assigned classwork is when the RSP aide fully re-explains the directions and makes sure he has begun his work before she rotates to the next student.  However, if the aide monitors him constantly, he will generally have a verbal outburst and must be removed from the classroom. 

· John Paul is viewed as a leader by his classmates.  He is a great athlete and frequently organizes team sports at recess.  However, recess supervisors report that his leadership is not always directed in a positive direction.

· Mrs. Paperwork is the Program Specialist assigned to Moss Valley Middle School.  Mr. Kelch is the School Psychologist.  

A week after report cards went home, Mr. Beattie requested an IEP meeting to review what he stated were John Paul’s unsatisfactory grades (A’s, B’s and C’s) in the general education setting.  At this meeting, Mr. Beattie was adamant that his son attends a four-year university after graduation and requested a 1:1 aide in the general education setting to maximize John Paul’s academic success.  The IEP team decided to conduct a SCI Assistance evaluation to determine his need for a 1:1 aide.  His general education teacher states that he is making appropriate academic progress in the regular classroom when he is consistent with his medications.  She has collected data to support this statement.  The RSP teacher reports that he is successful in the RSP setting when given the initial support of the aide, whether or not he has taken his medication.  The RSP aide is concerned that a 1:1 aide in the general education setting will be detrimental to John Paul due to his social status among the other students and his tendency to demonstrate verbal outbursts if he is monitored too closely.  Mr. Beattie has retained an attorney to represent John Paul, if needed.  Mr. Kelch has offered to meet with Mr. Beattie before the next IEP meeting to review the results of the SCI Assistance evaluation.
