This notice is to fully inform you regarding the school district’s refusal of your request to initiate or change the identification, evaluation, or educational placement of your child or the provision of a free appropriate public education to your child. Reason for refusal      John Paul continues to make appropriate progress towards his IEP goals and objectives and is making satisfactory progress in the general education program as evidenced by his report card and teacher reports.
Other options considered and reasons why they were rejected        Based on the results of the SCI Assistance evaluation, increased direct monitoring by staff is not required for John Paul’s educational progress and would be socially inappropriate.  The IEP Team also determined that additional time in the RSP program is not warranted since it would result in his not being able to participate in an elective class.



 


Description of each evaluation procedure, test, record, or report and other factors (if any) relevant to this refusal


The SCI Assistance evaluation, including review of progress, interviews, observation, and  assessments, indicates that John Paul is making appropriate progress in the least restrictive environment without additional assistance.  His on-task behavior and completion of homework assignments has improved since the Behavior Support Plan has been in place.
 

Proposed alternative(s) John Paul should use an assignment checklist to assist him in monitoring his assignments and in completing his homework, and continue to use assistive technology and peer editors.

If you have other concerns, you are encouraged to request a meeting with an administrator or other appropriate staff to further discuss your request and alternatives.  If your child is currently receiving special education services, you have the right to request a review of his or her IEP at any time.
