1. When is the student successful during his/her school day?  What is working?

He does well in structured activities and participates in discussion time.  When I am instructing he can be distracted by others or just himself, but he responds well to our “secret signal system.”  He likes RSP and it helps him to get his thoughts on paper using the computer.  He is not always faithful with homework or cannot locate it when it is time to turn it in.  He has difficulty organizing himself or the long-term assignments due so he loses points on them because they are late or parts are missing.

2. What areas of difficulty does the student have and during which activities do these occur?

Sometimes he goofs off when he should be working.  John Paul can’t find materials he needs from day to day.  Once in a great while he still responds with negativity if adults ask him to do something.  He is better at responding to adults than he used to be.

3. What assistance does the student currently receive?

Aide from RSP comes into classroom every day for instruction time.  This varies according to what is planned for the day.

4. What other school programs or support from other students does the student benefit from?

John has a good group of friends who usually are good students. He is respectful of rules in general.  He goes to the counselor for a group on social skills and all staff interact positively on campus with him.  He particularly likes the Art and PE teachers.

5. What skills would you like the student to develop to be more independent?

Self-reliance and responsibility for his own actions.  Self-monitoring and study skills.  Social skills with peers.

John is a great kid.  I think he is doing really well considering his ADHD and the change to middle school.  An extra adult with him would be a negative instead of a positive at this point even though he needs cueing.
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
