1. When is the student successful during his/her school day?  What is working?

Felicity is successful in RSP.  She works well in small groups.  She enjoys working with Ms. Petry and also works well in the RSP setting.  With occasional prompts and close adult proximity, Felicity is successful.

2. What areas of difficulty does the student have and during which activities do these occur?

Consultation with Mr. Smith reveals that Felicity is often off-task and disruptive in general education.  Sometimes Felicity has peer issues in the general education setting, also.

3. What assistance does the student currently receive?

Felicity has a BSP but I am concerned that it is not being implemented in the general education setting, because I have not had time to go over it with Mr. Smith.  The BSP includes staff support from Ms. Petry, Mr. Smith and a parent volunteer, in addition to support from me.

4. What other school programs or support from other students does the student benefit from?

Felicity responds to the behavior management system in my room, and it helps with keeping Felicity on-task.  Felicity works well with peers in the RSP setting.  They help each other.

5. What skills would you like the student to develop to be more independent?

Felicity needs to learn to ask for help when she needs it.  She could also learn to self-monitor and take breaks.

I feel that the level of support provided in my classroom is sufficient to meet Felicity’s needs, but I have concerns about how she’s doing in Mr. Smith’s class.
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
