Evaluation Plan

 Items from the following list may be included on an evaluation plan to determine a student’s individual need for SCI Assistance.  This does not mean that all items on this list will be appropriate for all students. Contact the case manager/coordinator if there are additional questions.

· Classroom observation (include data collection of current level of independence, prompting, and specific behaviors).

· Independent time observation (e.g., recess or lunch time – this may be a separate observation, knowing that at times some students need more OR less support in this type of setting).

· Adaptive behavior assessment in the home and school setting (e.g., SIB-R, Vineland).
· Standardized behavior rating scale dated within the last six months or if circumstances have recently changed (e.g., BASC, Achenbach, if appropriate as related to classroom performance1).
· Parent/Teacher/Student interviews to document concerns related to health, safety, academic, and social/emotional needs. 

· Updated assessments in other specific areas of concern (such as health, academic, motor, language, etc.) if these are the areas where additional support may be needed.
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
