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This manual is the result of a team effort by representatives from the six SELPAs and the nonpublic schools in San Diego County.  There was a strong commitment by all members of the team, the SELPA Directors, and the San Diego County Office of Education to develop a process that appropriately assesses the needs of an individual child with a disability for additional assistance.  This manual provides guidelines for incorporating Special Circumstances Instructional Assistance (SCI Assistance) into the student’s IEP and Behavior Support Plan if needed. A core premise of this process is staff training to assist students in developing more independence through specific skill development and utilization of natural supports.  Careful monitoring of student progress is also essential. 

Special thanks to the Division of Student Programs and Services of the Riverside County Office of Education.  Their Administrative Handbook for the Use of Special Circumstance Instructional Assistants was a model for this project.  Similar projects by the San Luis Obispo County Office of Education, the San Joaquin County SELPA, the Tulare County Office of Education and the Imperial County SELPA were also used as resources.
