
Felicity Morgan

· 9 years old

· 3rd grader at Central School

· Asperger’s Syndrome with delays in language, fine motor, and social skills. Gross motor skills are a relative strength.  

· Felicity’s decoding skills are at grade level.  Her reading comprehension skills fall at a beginning Kindergarten level due to her language difficulties.  She knows the alphabet and can copy words and phrases.  Felicity does not yet utilize invented spelling to write.  Math computation skills are at the second grade level.  Problem solving skills are at the early first grade level.  She spends 50% of the school day in a RSP program to address her specific needs.  Ms. Keyser, Felicity’s RSP teacher, provides direct instruction and case management.  Ms. Petry, her RSP aide, often works with Felicity and 1-2 other students in a small group.  She receives OT for fine motor skills and a sensory diet. LSH services are provided twice weekly for pragmatics.  The remainder of Felicity’s time is spent in general education with Mr. Smith, classroom teacher.

· Felicity is highly distractible, especially in the general education setting.  She often interrupts the teacher or her peers with comments irrelevant to the topic of discussion.  She cannot read the science and social studies textbooks independently, but comprehension is better when read aloud to her.  Felicity often doesn’t turn in homework, which is modified to her skill level by Ms. Keyser and Mr. Smith.  She can complete hands-on assignments in general education in group settings but cannot work independently.  

· She wants to play only with Tina, a classmate, and becomes very upset when Tina wants to include another child in their activities or play with someone else.

· Felicity demonstrates delays in self-help skills in that she will only eat grilled cheese sandwiches at school.  The staff has been attempting to expand her food options.

· Ms. Connors is the program specialist assigned to Central School. Ms. Finley is the school psychologist.

It’s October 1st, and Felicity’s annual IEP is due at the end of the month.  Her third grade teacher, Mr. Smith, has requested a 1:1 aide in his classroom due to Felicity’s distractibility, difficulty keeping up in the general education classroom, and a desire for Felicity to maximize her academic skills in RSP.   He and the other students in his class are becoming increasingly frustrated due to her escalating off-task behavior and disruption of others in the classroom.  Her lack of completing assignments is also becoming a concern.  However, Ms. Keyser feels she is making good progress in the smaller group setting of RSP.  The IEP team has decided to conduct a SCI Assistance evaluation to determine Felicity’s need for individual help for all or part of the day.
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
